Prior to Sagamore, William Durant constructed Camp Pine Knot (purchased by
Collis P. Huntington and now the Huntington Memorial Outdoor Education Center) on Raquette Lake
and Camp Uncas (once owned by J.P. Morgan) on Lake Mohegan. All three camps are still in use today.
